The Certificate Il in Equine Studies is primarily an entry level vocational qualification
which will enable successful graduates to apply for employment in different sectors
of the equine industry in roles such as stable hands or stud hands. This course does
not involve horse riding. Most employment in the equine industry is related to
handling of horses, not horse riding. This course assists students to develop a
foundation understanding of horses, their behaviour, care, nutrition and anatomy
and physiology.
